Here’s what you’ll need to knit the Fair Isle Tam :

Patons Classic Wool (100g/3.5 oz; 223yd/205m)
5 shades – 1 ball each
Set of 5 size 4.5 mm (U.S. 7) double pointed knitting needles or
size needed to obtain gauge. St markers.
Note: Set of 5 needles works best for even stitch distribution and
keeping work in quadrants.
